1. Before installing and operating the camera please familiarize yourself thoroughly with the present 

instructions manual and the safety requirements included  herein; 
2. Please retain this instructions manual for further reference; 
3. Please observe the safety requirements included in this manual rigorously, as these directly 

influence operator’s safety and reliability of the device; 
4. All works undertaken by the installers must remain in accord with the descriptions contained  

in this manual; 
5. During maintenance works, the device must be disconnected from  the power supply;   
6. It is forbidden to utilize any additional devices or parts not designed and not recommended         

by the producer;   
7. It is forbidden to install this device in places where proper ventilation cannot be maintained

2. INSTALATION 

2.1 Mounting the camera 

· mark drilling points using the bracket as a pattern  

· drill through the holes for screws and cable feed with an appropriate drill, in case of mounting the 
product on other surfaces than a concrete ceiling or wall, please use appropriate screws  

· fixt the bracket to the camera 

· feed the cables through the hole 

· fix the bracket by means of 3 screws 

· adjust the camera module position and fasten the module by means of the thumb screw and the 
securing nut 

 

2.2 Connections 

The camera is equipped with a video and power cable finished with 2 plugs, one for video output the 
other for power supply. Images below show plug polarization.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The following connecting order should be kept: 

· connect the video cable to the BNC plug 

· connect the power supply to the power plug
